Program Legal Name: City of Memphis (TN)
Federal Funding Amount: $394,500
Project Summary: Back on Track program is modeled after the Michigan Prisoner Reentry Initiative. Phase 1: Getting Ready: Participants assessed with validated instruments to determine their needs. Phase 2: Going Home: Pre-release and post-release staff will meet to review assessment findings and to develop an individualized reentry plan and timeline for each participant. Phase 3: Staying Home: Supervision and Services: A case manager will be assigned to coordinate the schedule of services and to provide that information to the supervising officer. Services will be provided for a minimum of 12 months. Revocation Decision-Making: Continued participation in the program will be dependent upon the individual's adherence to supervision requirements and to the case manager's guidelines for satisfactory performance. Program changes will be aligned with the state's graduated sanctions guidelines. Behavior that fully returns the individual to the responsibility of the court system will end program participation. Case managers will involve participants’ families in the program and make them aware of the services offered, and refer them to community support services as appropriate. Discharge and Aftercare: Following 12 months of "Back On Track" funded services the case manager will work with participants to effect a transfer to services available within the community. Specified community-based partners will receive grant funds to ensure the they are able to serve the additional population of "Back On Track" participants during the grant period.

Program Legal Name: City of Richmond (VA)
Federal Funding Amount: $200,000
Project Summary: This initiative will be overseen by the Richmond Regional Reentry Council (RRRC). Participants will receive grant funded pre- and post-release services for a period of one year. Services will be delivered in three phases: Getting Ready, Going Home, and Staying Home. By frontloading individualized case management, treatment services and support networks immediately following incarceration, participants will be better equipped to meet life demands and become productive citizens. Phase I: Getting Ready: The following services be delivered during incarceration, and will either be required for all participants, for those determined to need them, or on a voluntary basis: mental health treatment, substance abuse treatment, intergenerational literacy, financial literacy, job readiness, victim services, education, Project Freedom...Inside and Out. Phase II: Going Home: This transition phase begins approximately six months before the offender's target release date. During this phase, community-based treatment and support are organized that specifically address housing, employment, and services to address addiction and mental illness. During the Going Home phase, a Licensed Clinical Psychologist (LCP) and jail-based Reentry case manager will share information on participants with the project-specific Community Case Manager (CCM). Jointly they will begin making the appropriate service contact and referrals to ensure that services, benefits, employment, and housing are in place upon release. Phase III: Staying Home: This phase begins when the participant is released from jail. Regular meetings will be held to monitor processes and intervene when relapses are observed. Post release services include: mentoring, family reintegration, housing, mental health and substance abuse treatment, and employment.
Program Legal Name: County of Monroe (NY)
Federal Funding Amount: $276, 659
Project Summary: Grant will be used to create "David's Place", a neighborhood-based, family-focused reentry program for high-risk former offenders based on Family Justice's "La 

Bodega de la Familia" model in NYC. Referrals into the program will be made by DOCS, Parole, Probation, Monroe County jail, or by request from the individual or from a family member or a community partner. Initial intake will take place 90 days before release. Reentry staff will use psycho-social assessments to identify strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats to develop individualized reentry plans that address: public assistance benefits, educational and vocational services, employment placement, substance abuse and mental health treatment, housing, clothing, civil legal services, emergency food, life skills, financial planning, parenting, family reunification and pro-social recreational needs. During the pre-release period, family members will meet with the inmate's reentry case manager to begin working on meeting the family's housing and other survival needs, and be connected to family counseling services at one of the Task Force's partner-providers (St. Joseph's Community Health Care, Catholic Family Center Mental Health and Counseling Services, Partners in Restorative Initiatives). Transportation will be provided for at least two visits between the family and the inmate prior to release. Mentors, provided by Judicial Process Commission (JPC), will meet with inmates in advance of release and continue working with them post-release. At parent's discretion children may be referred to Compeer's Mentoring for Children of Prisoners program. The family and client will meet weekly with the Reentry Services case manager during the first 8 weeks after release. Each client family will be reassessed every two months and receive services for at least 12 months post-release.
Program Legal Name: County of San Mateo (CA)
Federal Funding Amount: $677,674
Project Summary: Supervision Strategy Groups for supervising and monitoring people on probation; graduated sanctions for probation violations; unites various reentry service providers and ensures formerly incarcerated individuals can access those resources. Pre-release services: CHOICES substance abuse treatment therapeutic community for men, and gender-specific substance abuse treatment for women; Life Skills for mentally ill inmates; Literacy and GED tutoring; 12-step programs; HIV education; Anger management; Parenting education; Domestic violence education/counseling; Conflict resolution training; Job search workshops; Job training linkages; and Faith-based activities. Post-release services: Service League provides basic needs assistance (shelter placements, hotel vouchers and transportation), counseling, referral to other agencies, and employment assistance; Substance abuse treatment and transitional housing assistance; An intensive out-patient treatment called Bridges that includes intense probation supervision, reasoning and rehabilitation skills, evidence-based treatment approaches, job readiness and search skills, GED instruction, and life skills.
Program Legal Name: Florida Department of Corrections (FL)
Federal Funding Amount: $750,000
Project Summary: Element 1: Assessment and Planning, FDC will use LSI-R to assess risks/needs; and, CareerScope 8.5 to measure employment interests and aptitudes. Based on results, transition plan will be developed for each participant. Element 2: Pre-Release Services. During the last 18 months of incarceration and after a transition plan has been developed, participants will be placed in pre-release programs. Services provided by these programs include: case management, cognitive behavioral counseling, and employment training, GED/ABE, substance abuse, mental health, medical screening, vocational training, family counseling, victim awareness. Element 3: Individualized Transition Planning. I Resource Specialists will receive 60 to 90 days before release a copy of the inmate's transition plan that outlines accomplishments during incarceration, and the post-release needs of the individual. Element 4: Post-Release Supervision and Community Services. The City of Jacksonville (COJ) in conjunction with Jacksonville Reentry Center (JREC) will operate a Portal of Entry that will focus on meeting support service needs (e.g., housing, employment, health care). COJ will provide referrals for job training, job placement, and mentoring. JREC will establish relationships with individuals prior to release, and following release will continue to provide case management services around job training, mentoring, family counseling, victim services, health care, mental health, housing, etc.
Program Legal Name: New Hampshire Department of Justice (NH)
Federal Funding Amount: $400,000
Project Summary: Establishes a pilot for the Division of Community Corrections model NHDOC developed with NIC, with the hope of generalizing successful elements statewide. The model will use validated assessments of reentry risks and needs to inform parole planning, substance abuse treatment, mental health treatment, and other reintegration and recovery support. Creates first of its kind Community Corrections positions in New Hampshire, trains them in evidence-based practices, and assigns them to local district parole office to coordinate all reentry programming with parole officers. Collaborating agencies include the Bureau of Drug and Alcohol Services, Victims Witness Assistance Office, and the Division of Human Services. Collaborating organizations include Goodwill Industries of Northern New England, Concord United Way, New Futures (substance abuse treatment provider), NH Taskforce on Women & Recovery, and the Riverbend Community Mental Health Center.
Program Legal Name: San Francisco Department of Public Health (CA)
Federal Funding Amount: $600,000
Project Summary: Program will provide reentry services for "at-risk" individuals who are incarcerated. The program will focus on women, as there is a distinct lack of services tailored for women in reentry. The program will use a combination of pre-established state/county/city programs (through the Dept of Corrections, Health and Human Services, Work Development and Economics) and services through charitable organizations (Goodwill, Walden House, and Friends Outside). Individuals in the program will have access to the CA DOC&R Family Visit program; Transition planning; Job training (referrals to Goodwill and their One Stop system); job placement through the Federal Bonding System established by the SF Office of Economic and Workforce Development; and clients will have access to an Ex-offender Career fair and other job-placement services; substance use treatment, transitional and permanent housing, behavior assessments, assessments, case management; High School level classes/education.
Program Legal Name: Wisconsin Department of Corrections (WI)
Federal Funding Amount: $750,000
Project Summary: A statewide Reentry Task Force has been created to support implementation of this grant. Grant will fund an expansion of the Windows To Work model currently being used to integrate critical reentry supports including validated risk assessment tools, cohesive and comprehensive pre- and post-release case planning activities, a six month transition planning process, post-release community supervision and housing, health, mental health, and family and victim services in the community. The grant will also be used to build the infrastructure to support community partners in coordination of services at a single point. Two Access Points will be established in Milwaukee where released offenders can meet with community corrections agents and employment case workers. Case workers at the One-Stop will also be able to provide family support services and referrals, and eventually additional supports like obtaining a driver's license, recovery referrals, and child support workshops.
Program Legal Name: Allegheny County (PA)
Federal Funding Amount: $608,339
Project Summary: The Allegheny Jail Collaborative includes directors from across city and county government, criminal justice, and health and human services. Grant funds will be used by the Collaborative to implement a comprehensive reintegration system. Alleghany Correctional Health Services (ACHS) will assess the risks and need of every individual during his/her first 30 days in jail and collaborate with jail staff to direct individuals to the in-jail serves and treatments needed. DHS and Probation will build a new five-person Reentry Team that will focus exclusively on coordinating services for the target population, this team will be based in the Allegheny County Jail. The Reentry Team will develop reentry plans for each individual 30-60 days prior to release. Grant funds will also be used to renovate a 6,900 sq ft One Stop Shop. The Reentry team will coordinate with alternative housing for sentence women and the Collaborative will increase services available at alternative housing. 

Program Legal Name: Kentucky Department of Corrections (KY)
Federal Funding Amount: $750,000
Project Summary: Establishes Reentry Coordinator positions at the six state prison facilities that don’t currently have them. Reentry Coordinators will provide case management to individuals assessed as being at a high-risk to recidivate (LSI-R). Reentry Coordinator will work with the offender and medical staff, mental health staff, substance abuse staff, educational/vocational staff and unit administrators to develop a reentry plan. Reentry Coordinator will involve other stakeholders (e.g., family members, mentors, and CFBOs), and will work with the offender to ensure that the individual has appropriate identification to obtain a state ID card or a driver’s license immediately upon release. Four new Reentry Parole Officer positions will be established in the four supervision districts in Louisville. This initiative will leverage partnerships between the KYDOC and the Louisville Metro Reentry Task Force (LMRTF) the Louisville Metro Criminal Justice Commission (LMCJS), the Louisville Metro Department of Correction (LMDC) and Kentuckiana Works (KW) the workforce investment board.
Program Legal Name: Marion County (OR)
Federal Funding Amount: $302,768
Project Summary: Grant will be used to expand the capacity of the Monroe County Reentry Initiative (MCRI), and to evaluate the initiative. Services included in the program: Reach-ins and Coordinated Transitional Planning. 90 days prior to release MCRI staff begin working with program participants on intensive case planning and cognitive/treatment referrals. Intake and Assessment: Within 48 hours of release, participants will report to assigned parole/probation officer. Assessments are used to determine individuals’ willingness to change, and to determine supervision levels. Cognitive Programming and Supervision: Informed by assessment results, MCRI and corrections staff work together to develop individualized case plans. A running log of interventions is maintained for each individual that documents the changes in a client's situation resulting from case management strategies. Wraparound Support Services and Exit Planning: Based on case plans and stages of change, participants may be referred to parenting programs, family reunification programs, housing readiness programs, and cognitive-based treatment programs. Other services available to participants include: housing support, job hunting support, and mental health and substance abuse treatment. 

Program Legal Name: New York City Office of the Criminal Justice Coordinator (NY)
Federal Funding Amount: $399,037
Project Summary: Grant funds will be used to support and expand Harlem Parole Reentry Court operations. Specifically, the funds will support: Pre-Discharge Planning, including conducting comprehensive pre-release assessments of potential participants to identify service needs to develop customized treatment and supervision plans for each participant; Assessment, with COMPAS within first week of release, at 3 months, at 4.5 months and at 6 months, which will refine supervision plans; Judicial Monitoring, including required appearances at the court so compliance and progress can be monitored; Collaborative Case Management and Coordinated Services; Cognitive Behavioral Therapy; Job Readiness and Employment; Family Support; Housing; Victim Services; Graduation and Case Transfer; and Aftercare. This program relies heavily on collaboration with the Division of Parole, the New York State Department of Correctional Services. The Office of the Criminal Justice Coordinator will work closely with the City's Police, Fire, Correction, Probation and Juvenile Justice Departments. The Coordinator will also work with Center for Court Innovation and the Upper Manhattan Reentry Task Force.
Program Legal Name: Oklahoma Department of Corrections (OK)
Federal Funding Amount: $750,000
Project Summary: Grant will be used to develop a community-based transition facility for male adults assessed as high-risk and high-need. The facility will be located in the Oklahoma City metropolitan area and house offenders for 1 year to 18 months prior to discharge. Services will be provided to address crimonogenic needs both at the facility and in the community in conjunction with partner agencies and other entities. Based on assessed needs, the following services will be provided: substance abuse treatment, mental health treatment, cognitive behavioral restructuring, education, life skills, and vocational services. Leading the project will be Oklahoma's Executive Reentry Committee (ERC). Fourteen state agencies are represented on the ERC.

Program Legal Name: South Dakota Department of Corrections (SD)
Federal Funding Amount: $749,749
Project Summary: Eligibility will be determined by offenders transitioning to parole in the Sioux Falls or Rapid City areas that are assessed as high risk offenders or medium risk offenders with high needs. Grant will be used to improve institutional services (e.g., substance abuse, mental health, cognitive behavioral groups, education, vocational and employment services); to incorporate assessed needs into the offender's release plan; to address gaps in services provided by community based organizations; to improve interagency case management for the most compelling cases (those with significant needs), to identify statutory, regulatory, rules-based, and practice-based barriers to reintegration. Three tiers of interagency groups have been established to guide the development and implementation of this reentry project. The South Dakota Reentry Council includes cabinet level positions and the mayors of Sioux Falls and Rapid City. The South Dakota Reentry Policy Workgroup includes State Division Directors of Corrections, Mental Health, Alcohol and Drug Abuse, Vocational Rehabilitation, Veterans Affairs, Economic Assistance, Labor Field Operations, Education, Indian Education and Health. The Sioux Falls and Rapid City Local Reentry Taskforces include many community and faith-based organizations, community health centers, and private mental health and substance abuse providers.
Program Legal Name: Stark County Court of Common Pleas (OH)
Federal Funding Amount: $125,000
Project Summary: Grant will be used to enhance Stark County Reentry court program. The grant will fund a Reentry Court Community Liaison position that will be responsible for making periodic trips to prisons across the State of Ohio to determine how well the institutions are doing with respect to preparing individuals to reenter the community. The grant will subsidize on-the-job training for recently released individuals, and housing programs to pay for the first month's rent, transitional housing, or homelessness prevention programs. Victim services, mentoring services, and family services will also provided under the grant. A Reentry Task Force is being formed that will include: Stark County Court of Common Pleas, Faith Based Community, Adult Parole Authority, Turning Point of Stark County, Stark Social Workers Network, Goodwill Industries, Stark County Court of Common Pleas Day Reporting, The Employment Source, Stark County Court of Common Please Intensive Supervision Probation, Canton Weed and Seed, and Stark County Jobs and Family Services.
